Humanity,
What Priceless Gems we squander … ceaselessly.

Back in my younger days, I would do things to challenge myself.  Not always wise or well-thought-out things, but at the time they seemed like good ideas.
Something was moving in the room – it’s a sixth sense you develop after living on your own for a while.  I reached for the bare bulb dangling on its cord from the ceiling.  One click of the ancient switch brought instant illumination to the phrase: Cockroach Hotel.  Hundreds of those not so little guys shot across the floor and scuttled off my bed, disappearing into nearly invisible hidey-holes.  It was amazing.  I didn’t know big insects could move that fast.  Within what seemed nanoseconds the entire band of bugs had vacated every square inch of my tiny hotel room.  

It occurred to me, leaving the bare bulb turned-on might be okay.

The $3.50 hotel room had been an upgrade from the previous night.  I had come to Chicago to learn about life on the streets.  Having worked as a Survival Instructor, and looking for a challenge, I gave myself the task of living in the city for 4 to 5 with only the clothes on my back and $50 dollars in my pocket.  
One of the first lessons learned: forests and wilderness are cleaner than inner cities.  

The first night in Chicago, I slept on the streets.  The second night saw me bunking in a Christian Mission near The Loop (downtown), where they gave you a meal and cot if you listened to a sermon in the run-down sanctuary.  My third night found me asleep in The Bare Bulb Suite at the Cockroach Hotel – not quite the upgrade I had hoped for.
There was money at home.  But home was 30 miles away along with checkbooks, friends, and family.  I would have to see about a job tomorrow, my meager funds were going down the drain faster than the cockroaches.  But I did have a line on a job – one that could supply quick cash.  Then, maybe a real apartment!  How much of a place could I rent in Chicago for $150 a month, I wondered?  I would soon find out.

Day labor:  I was now working class, barely.  The docks at the shipyard had needed day laborers, so I spent a few days off-loading 50-pound bags of cocoa beans from a Freighter on Lake Michigan.  The smell in the ship’s hold was overwhelming – cocoa dust clung to everything, even the light bulbs.
My next job saw me working for a one-man degreasing company.  His specialty: heavy duty cleaning of cooking oil traps, restaurant grills, and the giant hooded-vents over the grills.  It turned out I seemed to know more about degreasing than my boss – he was running a scam.  By the time anyone figured this out (and fired him), he was ready to drive off to his next job site – where he would pocket another few hundred dollars – up front – perform a few hours of bungled work, then get fired again.  
I quit my second day – right after he ripped-off a nice Vietnamese family and their restaurant.  All of us (including me) verbally abused the scam artist out the door – then the family turned around in bemusement, wondering why I was still there.  I told them their downpayment was gone, and none of us was going to see it – but at least I could complete the cleaning job.  They all patted me on the back, rolled-up their sleeves, and we worked shoulder-to-shoulder until evening came and the work was finished.  
Beaming and thankful – I’m not sure exactly why since they provided most of the labor – they sat me down to a truly elegant and free Vietnamese dinner.
Finally, I settled on a job as taxi driver for the Yellow Cab Company.  I had always preferred the black and green colors of rival Checkered Cab Company, but fate (and intuition) kept nudging me to drive for Yellow Cab.  To this day, I believe I still hold a National record for ‘Worst Cabbie’ in any American metropolitan area.  Over many months, I drove people places they never knew existed.  

When one fellow on Madison Avenue got in my cab, I asked him the best way to get where he wanted to go – figuring he would know better than me.  Chicago’s downtown (at least in that era) was a snake pit of one-way streets that sent me circling endlessly never quite arriving, while the cab’s meter ticked off astronomical fees.  In this case, after my plea for directions –the guy fled the cab, wild-eyed, as if a hatchet murder was pursuing him.
On another outing, late one night I took a sweet Canadian family from O’Hare airport in search of their motel in the Industrial Yards by the Chicago River.  Only to discover, belatedly, there are no motels in the Industrial Yards near the Chicago River.  Their motel was on a similarly named street back by O’Hare airport – a hop, skip, and jump from where I’d picked them up (and a very long way from the Chicago River).

Humiliation was a daily event.

Eventually, I made enough money for a seriously dilapidated apartment on the Far North Side of Chicago just south of Evanston.  It rented for $135/month and was located directly on (almost in) Lake Michigan.  My apartment door had no door knob or lock, but this was less a problem than first thought because the door no longer hung square and couldn’t be closed anyway.  I compensated by leaving a small bowl with spare change on the floor of the living room; an offering to anyone poorer than me.

I drove my cab and lived simply in Chicago over the next months.  I was propositioned by gays and transvestites – learned that I had an amazing gift for being lost while getting paid – and came to understand a few things about poverty.  Romance novels and movie fantasies aside, there’s a whole lot more downside than upside to poverty.
The real Tragedy isn’t that people starve – go homeless – or live in Despair.
Though this is Tragedy.

The real Tragedy is:
We are One, Vast Human Being.

 Cut anyone of us anywhere,

And each one of us Bleeds.

There is a Sanskrit word – Samaj.  It means true society, a group of people who care for one another and move ahead together … leaving no one behind.  
Leaving no one behind – this is a very big thing.  Can you imagine a world in which every child born (and each adult) is treated as a priceless resource – a commodity so crucial that it’s unthinkable to let even a single soul be wasted or undeveloped?  
Is there some law saying we can’t create a World order built on this simple premise of nurturing and maturing every single, infinitely valuable, human from birth until the end of life?
Impossible?  No – inevitable.

The Psychologists and Social Workers will (finally) heave a sigh of relief
Every human being – every one – will have psychological profiling (and guidance) from birth onwards.  Personal counseling and intimate guidance will be as commonplace as Kleenex.  
The deeper mental and psychological health of each one of us will never be in doubt.  Can you think of a quicker way to end terrorism and mass murderers?
We’re going to need A LOT more Psychologists and Mental Health professionals.  
Does this scare you?  Good.  It is way, way, way past time for mental health to come out of the closet.  It’s no great mystery what a psychologically healthy human being feels like.  We’re just not paying attention early enough … or anywhere near comprehensively enough.  This is nurturing, guidance, and counseling from birth ‘til the end of life.

A therapist a day is much better than ‘an apple a day’ for deeper health and well-being.
The Administrators and Organizational-Types are dancing in the streets
We’re laying out an organizational headache of titanic Proportion – only an Administrator could love this one.  Every human being must be accounted for … along with the stewarding, guardianship, inventorying, and monitoring of all industrial, communication, transportation, and ecological resources on the planet.

We’re going to need a lot more Administrators.  But wait, what about Politicians?  Not needed.  This is all about management and organization on a scale that dwarves the combined logistics of all World Wars throughout History.  
Highly experienced administrators working on seasoned management teams will be at the core of much of this.

As a check and balance, there will be Oversight Agencies and Judicial Bodies elected and empowered from every corner of humanity. How does this work … There may be one or two among you pondering how money will work – a good question.  Fortunately, there will be zillions of people figuring out this one issue alone.
For now, let’s begin with a simple thought:  The planetary Society will be Resource based … resource … Resource … RESOURCE!  What the hell does that mean?  It means that everything is viewed as a Resource – like oil, trees, telecommunication and transportation networks, etc – with humans sitting on top of the pile as the primary resource to be developed.  
The motto may well be:  If we can develop it – we will develop it!  
Imagine eliminating money in the equation of what’s possible.  Why not – we have the genius; we have the planetary resources; we have the unemployed (and under-employed) people in every nation across the planet … we have the technologies.  
Let’s put them all together and all to work.  Coordinate and Cooperate – not Compete.
What if you could spend your entire life developing the genius, creative gifts, and deeper spiritual attunement you were born with?  What if you could migrate back and forth from Universities and training … to challenging Life and work situations?  What if you could decide to have a family at a time of your choosing?  
And, all of this supported by the vast resources of a planetary society.

People would much rather have real job security … an exceptional work environment … more paid vacations … a strong team of co-workers … free child care … a perfect health care plan … on-site fitness and recreation centers … good housing near-by … and a neat job they absolutely love.  
So, money has been a source of misery (and a lousy motivator) for a long time.

Now, if we want to keep Money around – and it could be convenient to do so – we might travel one of several ways.  We could opt for a single planetary currency with a guaranteed living wage for every human being (even children).  Or, we could use a computerized debit & credit system with a guaranteed living wage for each individual – only, all in credit instead of currency.  

And, for those of you keen on motivating people (as if month long vacations in the Caribbean or Hawaiian Islands might not be enough), there will be an extra-credit system … tiers of incentives.
Just graduated from college?  That’s worth 10,000 extra credit dollars – or four weeks paid vacation in the Caribbean; your choice.  
Planning to open a Service and Support center for parents with Autistic children?  Well then, here’s the building (with free utilities) and all the office equipment you need to get started … oh, and of course, a guaranteed living wage for you and all the staff.  And your full-support, Board of Directors will be from the Psychology and Social Work Department at a near-by College.  Yes, there always has to be Over-sight, but it can be primarily supportive rather than combative.
Just earned a doctorate degree in child education?  That’s worth two months paid vacation in Hawaii – or 40,000 extra credit dollars – or a small private plane for your professional (and personal) use in touring to remote areas for in-service teacher training.
I think you get the idea.  And, as an added bonus to everyone:  the full automation of dangerous and boring jobs will be pursued with gusto.  Meaning, more and more of us will be able to spend less and less time doing really dull things.
A Spiritual Master once observed that the family of humanity can only flourish when each one of us is guaranteed not only the basic essentials of Life – but also, challenged to pursue our talents and genius.  It’s a zero drop-out society.
And you can forget inflation.  It’s a controlled, resource-based World economy – operating in a cooperative (not competitive) environment – run by trained administrators – with a central banking system that has infinite liquidity.  
Rock solid enough?  Let’s continue with our glance at this planetary Society …
The Teachers will love this one
The entire Earth will be a University of Life.  This vast educational system will span the globe and be located in all ecosystems.  And it will be available to each person … from birth until death.  Day Care for children will be universally available – 24 hours a day, 7 days a week – and it will be fairly normal for a pre-school teacher to also have degree in developmental psychology.  
We’re going to need a lot more highly talented and trained Teachers.  
The planetary career pool we’re laying out needs to encompass billions of skilled and well-educated people.  Opportunities (and rewards) for excellent teachers will be … huge.  There may be no more difficult task than teaching another human being – to be a better human being.  
You (we) really want our best and brightest in the teaching corps.
The Engineers and Architects are going to be happy
We have the technology to house, clothe, feed, transport, and link the entire globe.  We’ve had it for some time – now we’re going to put it to full use.  One small example:  water shortages – nonexistent with desalinization technologies on a Planet whose surface is mostly water.
We’ll need more Engineers (and Architects) in order to overhaul the planetary infrastructure with our best technologies. Imagine something like one vast Agency of Bio-Physics, Chemistry, Forestry, and Agriculture spanning the globe and located at each University, College, community and city.  All of this to aid in the research, development and streamlining of humanity, nature, and the planetary infrastructure.  
We’re going to need a ton of Scientists and Ecologists working on highly rewarded, inter-disciplinary teams.  I can guarantee you there will be no shortage of volunteers.
All the Artists will be in 7th Heaven
The Arts (& crafts) uplift humanity.  Imagine Art, Music, Dance, Drama, etc. available to every community on Earth, no matter how small the population?  It will be.

There won’t be a lot of criminals, at some point – partly because there will be zero poverty … partly because of the extreme focus on psychological health and education.  So, much of the energy of these military units can go into personal training, disaster relief, search and rescue operations, interplanetary exploration (some day), and really exciting educational experiences for local kids in every school system – this would include wilderness and camping skills, martial arts, and exotic field trips around the planet for school kids, under the guidance of highly-trained and skilled military personnel.

Have you ever wondered what the World would be like if each of us could hear (and feel) our Soul; and, if we could wait long enough for those feelings to percolate through every cell in our bodies?  Health insurance premiums would probably go down.

Timing is everything – Balance the rest.

Absolute patience – an absolute necessity.
